performance of a task carried out in the public interest or exercise of official authority vested in
the data controller (UK GDPR Article 6(1)(e) — public task). Collecting this data is necessary to
support the performance of our statutory functions as set out in the Higher Education and
Research Act (HERA) 2017; namely to set conditions of registration and an application process
for higher education providers to become registered with the OfS.

e Your personal information will be stored securely within the UK and will not be transferred
outside that territory unless required by a court order.
